Band Trailer Storage – Store band trailer in safe, treeless area and tow trailer as needed.

STAFFING

Color Guard Liaison – Attend to the needs of the Color Guard by checking uniforms, props, & equipment before and after all events.  Oversee orderly equipment storage in Guard’s stock room.
Band-Aid Squad - Chaperone, usher, cheer, & assist with uniform distribution or any other band needs at various events 
Recruiter Assistant & crew – Assist Mrs. Eckerle by overseeing the activities of invited guests (future band members) at concerts, football games, or marching band tournaments.  Prepare display board, organize information sheets & make gift bags to hand out

Correspondence Secretary – Write thank you notes & fill out forms 

Publicity Chairman - Take & send photos to newspaper, advertise for upcoming events, & see that concert programs are prepared   

E-Mail notification – Send out event updates

Photographer – Take photos at band events and submit to web site

Single Event Fund Raising Sales Coordinator – Organize & follow through on a specific fundraising activity 

Christmas Tree Sales Manager – Oversee the Christmas tree sales operation
Golf Tournament Manager – Oversee the Golf Tournament operation
Friends of the Band Chairman – Distribute literature, collect funds & follow through

Social Events Assistants  – Prepare all fun activities - parties, trips, awards banquets, etc
