FOOTBALL GAME CHAPERONE DUTIES

1. Please wear your “Pit Crew” shirt and jeans and have all volunteer/chaperone forms filled out and on file.

2. If you are helping with pre-game food, have the dinner ready at scheduled times.  The students will assist cleaning up afterwards.

3. Stands seating preparation:
Rope off at least the bottom area where the drums set up.  Take two cones to rope off the stairs behind the ramp.
4. Spirit Wear – Bonnie Jackson

5. Uniform co-chairpersons – Trenna Coghan and Julie Robbins

Mrs. Coghan and Mrs. Robbins will move the uniforms and shakos to the choir room and will hand out the uniforms.  The students pick up their uniforms and shakos and return the hangers and shako boxes to the choir room.

6. Water and Cups:
A water cooler needs to be filled with ice and water (water and ice obtained from the cafeteria) and taken with us.  We will need 100 cups.

7. TOB and Football game box:
This box needs to go the football field and TOBs.  A list is taped on the box. Ensure that all items are in the box and refill the box as needed. 

8. Band Keys:
One chaperone needs to be in charge of the band pod keys and lock the doors after the band leaves and opens the doors before the band returns.

9. Take care of any problems like sickness; dropped music through the stands, whatever comes up.
10. As the game is ending, some parents need to go back to the band pod and make sure that the restrooms, uniform room, instruments rooms, etc. are unlocked.

11. Some chaperones need to walk back with the band and a few should stay for a few minutes in the stadium and make sure we got everything.

12. At the band pod, once again stroll around and made sure everyone is okay and everyone is cleaning up after himself or herself.

13. Assist with returning uniforms and equipment. Make sure no items are left behind in the band pod areas.
